USPS® held the annual meeting in Anaheim, CA 17 i 22 Feb 2009 where we all had a
chance to chat with friends and members from all over the country. The weather was
sunny which was greatly enjoyed by those of us from the northern states.

Two items were decided on during the Saturday business meeting: the elimination of
the Internal Auditing Committee and the move to universal use of Headquarters Anni-
versary Billing.

This is due to
changes in the regulations for all corporations as well as non-profit groups. As 82% of
the squadrons were already participating in the anniversary billing, it was decided to
make it universal which will make it easier for headquarters 7 there will be no need to
keep two systems of dues collections.
