This has been a bad year so far with people drowning; the lakes have taken a lot of lives. 

Some of those people did not have to drown. They did not think when someone went into 

the water that could not swim, had a cramp or did not come up. So they jumped or dove 

into the water.  The lakes are clearer now and some of the weeds have grown more and it 

is easy to get caught in them.   

 

In July, one of our members, Allan Socall, drowned when he went after his boat that had 

started drifting away from him, rather than swim to shore.  

 

The case on Lake St. Clair where two people went into the water to save someone and 

they both drowned. The person they went to get, came up and was saved. What I am try-

ing to say is donôt jump, think first; donôt lose your life to save someone. It is better to 

throw them a line, a PFD or a life ring.  If you have to go into the water, make sure you 

have some way to save yourself. My son and grandson work for Marine divisions,  one in 

Wayne and one in Macomb.  They tell me that they practice this all the time. I hope you 

never have to use this, but be ready if you do.
