and organisms still remain in the bottom of the tanks. It is recommended that these beq
with salt water during transit.

For ships that reach the point in the canal where compliance is tested and found lacking, the
present solution is for the ship to return to the ocean, exchange ballast, and then procged. En-

forcement of this is difficult. During a tour to the Great Lakes Environmental Research

Labo-

ratory (GLERL), we saw how they are conducting experiments with concentrated brine solu-

tion injections into the ballast tanks and how they measured the efficacy @ffthis).

flooding. They are voracious feeders, weighing up to 100 pounds, and may severely interrupt

the existing food web if they get to the Great Lakes. They are also a safety threat to bg

aters, as

they have a tendency to jump into the air when they hear the propeller of a boat. (Imajgine be-

ing struck by a 100 pound flying fish.) Many measures have been investigated and/of
attempt to keep them from the Great Lakes, including electric fences, physical barriers,
ing the rivers. At the panel meeting, speakers explained how eDNA testing is now bei
to be able to detect the presence of Asian carp at much lower levels than prior methg
the electric barriers are maintained, and the US Army Corps of Engineers proposal tg
against potential introduction by flooding (and a BEHANK YOU to those who responded
the Army Corps of Engineers draft proposal).
