Always wear a PFD, and require your crew and passengers to do the same.

Have a USPS Vessel Safety Check done on your vessel.

Take USPS courses and seminars.

Conduct man-overboard drills with passengers and crew.

Conduct abandon-ship drills with passengers and crew.

Resolve to never operate your boat under the influence.

Always file a float plan with a family member or friend, and instruct them to contact
the U.S. Coast Guard should you not return as planned.

1 Be a weather watcher, and respect the weather while out on the water.

1 Learn and practice the Navigation Rules and Regulations.

T Always post a proper lookout as required by the Rules.
