BOATS AND LIGHTNING

Rubber shoes give you no meaningful protection from lightning. Sailboats do file
lightning claims, and size matters. Boats 40 to 65 ft. in length may be hit 6 times per 1,0
lighting bolts while boats 16 to 25 ft. may be hit 2 times per 10,000 bolts. Increasing the
height of a sailboat mast from 35 to 45 ft. nearly triples the odds of being hit. A multihull
boat is almost twice as likely to have a lightning claim as a monohull.

Almost all lightning will occur within 10 miles of its parent thunderstorm, but it car
strike much farther than that. Lightning detection equipment has confirmed bolts striking
most 50 miles away. Lightning protection systems will not prevent your boat from being
struck, but they can help minimize the damage. Learn the 30/30 rule. Go indoors if, afte
ing lightning, you cannot count to 30 before hearing thunder. Stay indoors for 30 minute
ter hearing the last clap of thunder.
